TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1.-OBJECT. Through this Agreement, the LESSOR makes available to the LESSEE a moped/motorcycle (hereinafter, the "VEHICLE"), as detailed in the Rental Sheet, which is part of this Agreement.
2.-DELIVERY. The LESSOR delivers the VEHICLE to the LESSEE at this moment, whose model, brand, license plate, and other details are indicated in the attached Rental Sheet along with the damage control, in perfect mechanical working condition. The external elements will be reviewed in the presence of the LESSEE to verify the absence of any scratches or dents. Otherwise, such circumstances will be recorded in the Rental Sheet and will not be claimed from the LESSEE upon return. However, the LESSEE expressly accepts responsibility for any other damage that may be present in the VEHICLE at the time of return, once the rental period has ended.
3.-RETURN. The LESSEE will return the VEHICLE to the address, date, and time indicated by the LESSOR in the Rental Sheet, in the same condition in which it was received, except for normal wear due to proper use. A delay in return will result in a charge of SIXTY EUROS (€60) per hour, calculated in minute fractions. Under no circumstances will the LESSOR refund any amount if the LESSEE returns the VEHICLE before the scheduled time. If, for justified reasons, including but not limited to misuse of the VEHICLE, the LESSOR requests an early return, the LESSEE agrees to return it as soon as demanded, waiving any claim for rental rights. If the VEHICLE is not returned within TWO (2) hours from the initially set time or from the time required by the LESSOR, it will be reported to the police as a stolen VEHICLE. If the LESSEE drives with an expired contract and without authorization from the LESSOR, any insurance coverage contracted will be automatically suspended, and the LESSEE will be solely responsible for any damage or claims from that moment on.
4.-MECHANICAL WARRANTY. If the VEHICLE cannot complete the rental period due to mechanical issues, the LESSEE understands that the cause of the breakdown is beyond the control of the LESSOR, who acted in good faith. The LESSOR will only be responsible for reimbursing the unused rental amount. In any case, the LESSOR may replace the broken-down VEHICLE with another one, charging or refunding the LESSEE for the rental price difference of the model, and the LESSEE agrees to waive any other type of claim. In the case of a 125cc scooter, if the VEHICLE is immobilized due to mechanical failure, the LESSEE must contact the roadside assistance company designated by the LESSOR and only that company. Expenses from third-party assistance will only be accepted in emergencies and if previously authorized by the LESSOR. For 50cc scooters, the LESSEE must contact the LESSOR's mobile phone between 8 AM and 8 PM.
5.-DRIVER CONDITIONS. The LESSEE and any authorized driver must be at least 18 years old for 50cc scooters and 21 years old for 125cc scooters. They must have a valid driving license recognized in Spain. Only the digital driving license issued by the Spanish DGT is accepted. The passenger must not be under 12 years old.
6.-VEHICLE TRANSFER. The LESSEE cannot transfer the VEHICLE to third parties without prior written consent from the LESSOR.
7.-USE OF THE VEHICLE. The LESSEE agrees to:

a) Do not transport people or goods when it directly or indirectly involves subletting the VEHICLE.

b) Do not allow the VEHICLE to be driven by persons other than the LESSEE or those expressly authorized in the Rental Agreement, who are over EIGHTEEN (18) years old for the 50cc and TWENTY-ONE (21) years old for the 125cc, and possess a valid and current driver's license.

c) Do not drive the VEHICLE when physically impaired due to fatigue, illness, or the effects of alcohol or drugs.

d) Do not use the VEHICLE to tow or push other vehicles or trailers.

e) Not to participate with the VEHICLE in any type of sports events, races, training sessions of any kind, official or unofficial, nor in endurance tests of accessory materials or products for motorcycles or mopeds.

f) You may not carry out any type of intervention, modification, manipulation, repair, or replacement of any part or accessory of the VEHICLE without the express and prior approval of the LESSOR. Non-compliance by the LESSEE will result in the obligation to pay for the reconditioning of the VEHICLE to its original state and to pay an amount as compensation for the immobilization of the VEHICLE.

g) Do not circulate outside the circulation area established in Stipulation 9 of this contract.

h) Do not transport any type of flammable, hazardous, radioactive, toxic, or harmful goods in the VEHICLE.

i) Do not transport goods that exceed the weight, quantity, or volume authorized in the circulation permit or technical sheet of the VEHICLE.

j) Do not drive off the road network, nor on unpaved or unsuitable roads that could cause damage or any kind of defect to the VEHICLE.

k) Do not enter port or airport premises.


l) Park the VEHICLE in suitable, appropriate, and safe places when not in use, using the security locks provided by the LESSOR and keeping the documentation with it at all times.

m) Monitor the levels of oil, hydraulic fluids, coolant, and tire pressure according to the LESSOR's instructions.

n) Stop the VEHICLE as soon as possible when any warning light indicating a malfunction in the VEHICLE's operation comes on, and contact the LESSOR at the earliest opportunity by calling the numbers indicated in the heading.

o) Especially important is the warning to only refuel with unleaded gasoline 95. Refueling with diesel causes serious damage to the VEHICLE, which will be the responsibility of the LESSEE, with the Deposit being blocked until the repair invoice is settled. Likewise, in the event of refueling with fuel other than unleaded gasoline 95, the LESSEE must pay the amount for THREE (3) additional rental days as compensation for the loss of earnings incurred by the LESSOR, with a minimum of TWO HUNDRED EUROS (200€).
8.-MISUSE OF THE VEHICLE. Any action that contravenes traffic regulations, the manufacturer's specifications for the VEHICLE, and the LESSOR's instructions will be considered misuse of the VEHICLE. Abnormal wear, verified by the LESSOR, of the VEHICLE's mechanical parts, especially tires, will be considered misuse of the VEHICLE and will be charged to the LESSEE. 
9.-CIRCULATION AREA. Part of our fleet is equipped with a GPS device for tracking. The LESSEE agrees not to drive the VEHICLE outside the island's boundaries, and the VEHICLE cannot be taken off the island; with the exception of 50cc scooters, which have a limit radius of 20km from the starting point, the commercial establishment. In any case, leaving these areas will result in a penalty that must be paid upon returning the VEHICLE. 
10. ACCIDENTS. The LESSEE agrees to:

a) Immediately contact the Insurance Company and then inform the LESSOR about the incident.


b) Obtain the complete details of the other party involved, filling out the accident report form provided with the VEHICLE's documentation and urgently submitting it to the LESSOR, notifying them by phone in case of a serious accident.


c) Immediately notify the authorities if the other party is at fault.


d) Not abandon the VEHICLE without taking appropriate measures to protect and safeguard it.
11.-VEHICLE DAMAGE. The LESSEE agrees to cover with the deposited Deposit any type of damage that occurs to the VEHICLE during the rental period, both while in motion and parked. The LESSOR may retain the portion of the Deposit that they deem appropriate to cover the repair. Once this is concluded, the corresponding invoice will be presented to the LESSEE, settling the remaining part of the deposit, if any. In the event that the repair costs exceed the Deposit and except for any insurance coverage, the LESSEE will be solely responsible for them, and the LESSOR may take any judicial actions, civil or criminal, that they deem appropriate.
12.-LOSS OR THEFT OF THE VEHICLE. Just like in the case of an accident, in the event of theft or total or partial loss of the VEHICLE, the LESSEE agrees to immediately notify the LESSOR of this fact at the mobile phone number indicated in the heading and to provide full cooperation with the LESSOR and the insurance company in the investigation and defense of any investigation or proceedings. If the VEHICLE is stolen or lost due to the NEGLIGENCE of the LESSEE, the LESSEE will be responsible and will pay the LESSER the amount of EIGHT HUNDRED EUROS (800€), without this implying a waiver by the LESSER to take any civil and/or criminal legal actions against the LESSEE that it deems appropriate. If the VEHICLE is recovered, the LESSEE will be responsible for all expenses incurred for its inspection and/or repair, as well as the lost profits incurred by the LESSER according to the current rates known to the LESSEE. If the cause of the theft is not due to the negligence of the LESSEE, they will only be responsible for the amount of the Deposit paid. In either case, the rental contract will be considered canceled, without the LESSEE having any right to a refund. In the event that the theft occurs on any of the accessories or parts of the VEHICLE, the LESSEE will be responsible for the theft and will compensate the LESSER for the official manufacturer's retail price of the stolen part or accessory plus the labor cost billed by the corresponding workshop. 
13.-DAMAGES TO OCCUPANTS AND THEIR PROPERTY. The LESSEE and their occupant release the LESSOR from any liability for any damage they may suffer, both physical and material, resulting from the normal or abnormal use of the rented VEHICLE. They expressly declare to be aware of the risks that the use of the VEHICLE may cause. Likewise, the LESSEE releases the LESSOR from any liability for losses or damages that occur to items left or transported in the VEHICLE by the LESSEE or any other person, or to their clothing, either during the term of the contract or after the return of the VEHICLE. The LESSEE must travel with the appropriate and required official equipment mandated by the competent authorities. 
14.-FUEL. The fuel is not included in the rental price. The LESSOR will deliver the VEHICLE with a FULL FUEL TANK. Likewise, the LESSEE will return the VEHICLE in the same manner. If the LESSEE returns the VEHICLE with less gasoline, the LESSER will charge the proportional amount missing from the tank, plus a fee of TEN EUROS (10€) for the costs incurred by the LESSER. 
15.-FINES AND OTHER CHARGES. The LESSEE agrees to pay all fines for any violation of the current and applicable legislation, especially those related to the traffic code and transportation regulations that are imposed on them, as well as the costs derived from the removal of the VEHICLE from the public road by the police authorities. In the case of fines that require the identification of the driver, the LESSOR will notify the competent authorities exclusively of the identity of the LESSEE. The LESSEE will bear the judicial and legal defense costs incurred by the LESSOR resulting from accidents or illegal conduct by the LESSEE and/or their companions, as well as the amount for the days when the LESSOR cannot freely use the VEHICLE due to seizure, breakdown, or damage caused to it during the rental period attributable to the LESSEE. 
16.-INSURANCE. The LESSOR will deliver the VEHICLE covered by an insurance policy. The VEHICLE is covered by third-party insurance (mandatory and voluntary civil liability, legal defense, and roadside assistance). The LESSEE agrees to cover their own damages up to the value of EIGHT HUNDRED EUROS (800€). The LESSER has a copy of the insurance policy available to the LESSEE. 
17.-LOSS OF KEYS, LOCK, HELMETS, OR OTHER ACCESSORIES. The loss of the keys or the lock of the VEHICLE will be charged to the deposit made by the LESSEE in the amount of the cost of the original key from the manufacturer plus the amount of ONE HUNDRED EUROS (100€), for the expenses incurred by the LESSER. In case of loss, destruction, or significant damage, the LESSEE must pay the current market price of the damaged item, or a similar one in quality and characteristics, for its replacement with a new one. 
18.-RENTAL PRICE AND CARD CHARGES. The rental price, as well as the security deposit, are determined by the current General Rate, made available to the LESSEE, plus the corresponding taxes at any given time, and must be paid in advance by the LESSEE. Under no circumstances may the deposit be used for an extension of the rental. The payment of these amounts must be made by credit or debit card or, failing that, in cash. 
19.-RENTAL. The LESSEE agrees to rent the selected VEHICLE and declares, regardless of their nationality, that they have read and understood all the conditions of this Agreement.
20.-APPLICABLE JURISDICTION. To resolve any doubts or disagreements that may arise from the interpretation and fulfillment of this, both parties expressly waive their own jurisdictions and submit to the Courts of Calviá.
